e The Initial Order tab is where you will find girl-delivered orders from
Digital Cookie, and order card orders added to Digital Cookie by
parents.

Girl Orders Tab:

e The Girl Orders tab is where you will see all orders by girl - this
includes shipped, Donated, Girl Delivery, and order card sales (after the
Initial order is submitted)

e Once the Initial Order is over, you will be able to credit girls with
additional sales on this tab.
